Curtis Brewer with the Good Samaritan House said he was still working at the Detention Center trying to
reduce the recidivism. He said he has been working with Ms. Sandoval, Pyle, and Commissioner Ashley
as well as dealing with judges and parole agents to come up with some viable working conditions and
then would be back before the Commission with a proposal. He also mentioned the Black History
Empowerment Celebration at the Church of the Brethren on Saturday and said there would be
representatives from the city, local businesses, clergy, and community leaders and would hope to have a
representative from the county leadership. He said the struggles for freedom have been done by people
concerned about equality. He said they empower families to overcome poverty, drugs, alcohol, and all
addictions and let people know there are people willing to hire people and get them back on their feet.
He said he would like to see a representative from the Commission.

Rose Riley, County Clerk, said she admired Commissioner Spear for his tenacity and investigating and all
the work he has put in during the time he has been a Commissioner. She suggested that because he has
been a former employee of the County he has wisdom that runs deep and should be paid attention to.
She said she is merely a political official but said she has been harassed and hostilely treated during her
time as a public official and employee of the County. She said what you are told and what is really
happening are two different things and if you worked in the County on a daily basis like a lot of us do,
you would have different eyesight. She said the one thing that makes her a little different than others
working for the County is she did not take the job for the dollars but rather because she wanted to make
this community a great place in which to live. She said she has never worked in a place in her entire life
that has been this difficult and horrible to work in with working conditions, attitude, and atmosphere.
She commended Commissioner Spear for standing up for the little guy like he told everyone he would
when he campaigned. She said every day she walks down the street people come up to her and thank
her, tell her to hang in there, and tell her that hopefully Mr. Spear can get these other Commissioners to
start thinking.
